The club is bankrolled by soft
drinks mogul Hans-Peter Wild,
who also has a controlling
stake in French Club
Stade Francais.

Booking Flights for your team is often the
make or break of choosing that destination
as the location for your tour.

As a result, we have a created a ‘How-To’
guide to ensure that you are fully prepped
and up to speed on how to approach booking
flights for your tour.

Flight prices are released a maximum of 11
months in advance of departure. Anyone stat-

ing otherwise 1s taking a gamble on the
prices. As far as we’re aware, only Air
Transat, who operate between Canada & Eu-
rope, offer prices up to 24 months in ad-
vance of departure. The airlines selling
tickets 11 months in advance will often be

the Major Carriers such as British Airways,
Air France, KLM & Virgin.

Jet2 and

The budget airlines, like Easyjet,
Ryanair are slightly slower
their prices, sometimes waiting until 6-7
months ahead of departure - this is often
the case with people 1looking to book a
Spring Tour during the late Summer.

in

The way you can book a group ticket varies.
Major Carriers are very easy to work with.
Pick your dates, choose how many seats you
want and pay a nominal deposit of around £25
- £50 per person. The balance and names are
then due 4-6 weeks before departure - a fan-
tastic method when you’re juggling new play-
ers, players 1leaving, injuries and so on.
They’re often more expensive & subject to
slight tax changes, but the ease of use is a
great counter weight. Read on for more info
on taxes.

Budget airlines are all different.

Ryanair & Easyjet have recently improved
their group offering significantly. When ap-
plying for a group rate via their website,
the price they send will be valid for up to
48-72 Hours. At the time of booking, Dboth
require 100% of the payment in full. They no
longer require names at the time of booking
& offer as much flexibility as the ‘big-
boys’ with name submission.

Airlines like Jet2.com & Aer Lingus are al-
most a hybrid of the two. All offer the op-
tion to pay a deposit, with names and the

balance payment not needed until a specified
time prior to departure.

For domestic flights within Europe, we’d al-
ways recommend Easyjet. Their prices are of-
ten outstanding & the ability to monitor
group prices (up to 40 passengers) ahead of
booking is a facility not available else-
where.

For Long-Haul flights, we have retail flight
partners in the United Kingdom & the United
States of America, who enable us to provide
cost effective & logistically suitable
flights for our clients. For clients depart-
ing from the United Kingdom, we are able to
book flights as part of your tour package

and protect it under the ATOL Scheme. Our
ATOL Licence is 11291.
Typically, 1long haul flights are secured

with a deposit of between 10%-25% of the to-
tal airfare. The Names & the balance pay-
ments are due way down the line as well
which gives you great flexibility. Also, up
until a certain date before departure, 10%
of the seats can be cancelled free of charge
should your group fall in numbers.

Long haul flights & flights with major car-
riers will incur taxes. Taxes on flights can
comprise airport tax, departure tax and gov-
ernment taxes as well as fuel surcharges.
Our prices will always include taxes but
these can fluctuate dependent on a number of
factors including rates of exchange and the
cost of o0il. The final cost of taxes and
surcharges will only be guaranteed once full

payment has been received and tickets is-
sued.

When names are required after booking, they
are always required by a specific date. We

will let you know that date well in advance,
so that tickets can be issued. Unfortunate-

ly, unless we have the names of all passen-
gers travelling the airline will not issue
tickets. Please remember that all names

should exactly match Passport details. No
exceptions apply and boarding will be denied
at check-in if tickets and passports do not
match.

The price of a group ticket is often vastly
different to that of a single ticket. So of-
ten, we have tricky conversations with cli-
ents who have checked Easyjet for the price

of 1 person & when they receive a higher-
priced group quote from us, it doesn’t sit
well without explanation.

Let’s say there are 10 rows in a Plane. Row
1 is priced at £1 and Row 10 and £10. When
selling their seats, the airlines theoreti-
cally fill up from the front. This is one
reason which is why tickets are cheaper when
bought in advance. In this instance, your
group takes up the first four rows, meaning
there are only six rows left. It 1is there-
fore likely that your group will be charged
somewhere between the £1 and £4. The exact
price will depend on the demand of the re-
maining six rows.

Economies of scale work everywhere else in
Travel, but not flights.

Without sounding 1like a Scout-Leader, the
best way to approach any flight tour is to
Be Prepared. If your teams ambition 1is to
fly to Italy, the South of France or Spain,
then this decision really should be made at
the end of the season previous to the tour.

Then, during the Summer, you can kick your
fundraising into gear & be in a position to
book and pay for the flights as soon as they
are available, or once your season 1is back
in full swing.

Until that point, we’d then say keep your
options open. We have excellent Rugby Tour
options across Europe, so 1t may be that

flights to your #1 location blows your budg-
et, but a location a little further north or
along the coast is bang-on, we can look at
that.

This is the same for a date. While it is im-
portant to choose a tour-date early on, it
often benefits to have a back-up weekend for
flexibility.
